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Dallas Korean School Student and Parent Guidelines

NKSD provides students and parents with the following guidelines for compliance and seeks cooperation in creating an optimal
learning environment.

When students adhere to the rules and commit themselves to their studies, rewards such as praise, words of encouragement and
commendations are given. However, if a student significantly disrupts the class by violating rules or causes serious harm to other
students, the following actions will be taken in sequence: teacher intervention (3 times), thinking chair (5 minutes), principal's
consultation, and a parent-teacher conference. In necessary cases, seeking advice from professionals may also be recommended.
Additionally, in situations where the impact on other students and the extent of harm is severe, disciplinary actions including
suspension or expulsion will be considered.
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Rules for Students to Follow

Only Korean is used at the Korean language school.
Efforts are made to be punctual and avoid absences. (3 instances of tardiness are equivalent to 1 absence.)
Homework will be completed without fail.
| respectfully and politely interact with teachers, maintaining proper etiquette.
No food is consumed outside snack time. (Chewing gum and candy is prohibited during class.)
No toys or gaming devices are brought to school, and mobile phones are not used during class.
Unauthorized departure from the classroom during lesson time is not permitted.
No disruptive or risky behavior is exhibited, ensuring class is not disturbed.
Neither verbal nor physical harm is inflicted upon friends.
| will wear appropriate attire for school activities, and wear closed-toe shoes or sneakers for safety.
School facilities are kept clean and undamaged.
No consumption of alcohol, tobacco, or drugs.

Rules for Parents to Follow

Read the weekly communication letters provided and assist your child with homework and prepare necessary study materials
and snacks.

We embrace the beautiful Korean culture, valuing Korean language and practicing mutual respect and consideration for
oneself and others.

Visitors to the campuses must check in at the school office during school hours and obtain approval from the principal or
their delegate. Generally, direct contact with students or visits to the campus are not allowed except in emergency situations.
When your child is absent, inform the homeroom teacher in advance. If instances of unauthorized absence exceed 20% within
a semester, re-enrollment for the next semester may not be possible.

Adhere to school arrival and dismissal times (9:30 AM and 12:30 PM). Particularly for dismissal (12:30 PM), ensure that your
child does not remain at school without adult supervision beyond dismissal time. (The school will not be responsible for safety
incidents that occur on school premises after dismissal time.)

Pay special attention to students' safety in the parking lot during arrival and dismissal times.

Ensure that your child does not bring toys or gaming devices to school.

Take responsibility for damage caused by your child to the school facilities.

In the event of issues arising between your child and other students, first inform the homeroom teacher in writing or via email
and engage in discussion and consultation. It is prohibited to directly contact other students.

Schedule in advance if face-to-face meetings between the school and parents are necessary.

If a student repeatedly fails to follow rules or if parents do not comply with quidelines, according to the school's requlations,
the NKSD's board of directors and the principal have the discretion to take disciplinary actions, including expulsion of the
student.

By signing the enrollment application for the Dallas Korean School, we pledge to comply with the outlined
requirements alongside our children and uphold them diligently.
